GENERAL REGULATIONS
1. This program is available for Old Saybrook youth between 4th-12th grades.  Refer to the Teen Center schedule for times your grade(s) are allowed. Students are permitted to bring one guest.

2. Students are required to sign in and out of the Center. During the after school times (Mon-Thu 2:30-5:30pm), students are permitted to leave when they desire. These are drop in times. They are not obligated to stay until a parent picks them up. Once a student is on our property they are considered “signed in”. Student will be written up for being on the property without formally signing in on the sign in sheet.  This also means that no student may use their favorite excuse of “but I never signed in”. Students are not permitted to “hang out” on the Town Green, Gazebo, or Parking Lot during Teen Center hours. No Loitering in the parking lot.  Once you leave the building you are expected to leave the property.

3. The possession of weapons of any kind, alcohol, illegal drugs, tobacco products, or gambling will not be tolerated. Disobeying this rule will result is immediate expulsion and possible police involvement.

4. Fighting and/or bullying is not tolerated and will result in suspension or expulsion.

Public displays of affection (I.E. kissing, hugging, sitting on laps, holding hands) and inappropriate touching will not be tolerated.   In other words, “hands to yourself”.

5. Disrespect for the building, property, supervisors, other participants, equipment, or Recreation Center is prohibited.  Consequences may include:  Reimbursing the cost of the damage, suspension, expulsion, or police involvement.

6.  Unacceptable behavior (I.E. swearing, talking back, being rude, rough behavior) will be determined by the supervisor and will result in ONE verbal warning. You will be asked to leave the Teen Center if this behavior continues. An incident report will be filed.  Suspension or expulsion may result. Students that can not listen to staff instruction will not be permitted at the center.

7.  Any harassment, including sexual harassment and verbal slurs involving race, ethnicity, disabilities, sexual orientation will not be tolerated and will result in suspension or expulsion.

8. Appropriate clothing must be worn at all times. ( very short, revealing clothing, or inappropriate logos)

9. Food will be allowed only in designated eating areas, in the booths.

10. Helmets are required for all students wanting to ride on anything with wheels.

11. All Teens are required to arrange their own transportation to and from the Teen Center.  Parents should be aware of the opening and closing times of the Center and pick their children up on time.  All Children must be picked up at the Teen Center during Friday night hours. They can not be picked up at Town Hall, Main Street, Etc. 6th – 8th grade students are not permitted to leave the center until a parent picks them up, they may not leave on their own. Students/Parents disregarding these pick up rules will not be permitted at the Rec on Friday Nights. Parents who are consistently late will encur a fee.  Repeated lateness will result in your child not being able to attend weekend hours. This is Friday nights only.

INCIDENTS:

First Offense: Student will be brought to Teen Center Coordinators office to explain and discuss the rule that was broken or the behavior issue. At that time the student will sign a form that says they have received a warning and understand consequences for future violations. Parents will be notified as well.

Second Offense: Student will be brought to Teen Center Coordinators office to explain and discuss the rule that was broken or the behavior issue. A suspension of no less than one week is required. Parents will be notified. Students will sign a form that they understand the rule violation and understand consequences for further violations.

Third Offense: Student will be brought to Teen Center Coordinators office to explain and discuss the rule that was broken or the behavior issue. Parents will be notified and student will have to leave the Rec immediately. A suspension of no less than two weeks is required. There will also be a discussion as to whether the Rec is the right place for your child.

Fourth Offense: Student will be brought to Teen Center Coordinators office to explain and discuss the rule that was broken or the behavior issue. Parents will be notified and student will have to leave the Rec immediately. A suspension of no less than one month is required. Serious consideration must be given as to whether or not your child can attend the rec.

Last Offense or Serious/Dangerous Behavior requires expulsion and possible Police Involvement
